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The travelling exhibition, A National Crime: Canada’s Indian Residential School System , which 

consists of five panels in English and five in French, explores the creation of the System, the 

experiences of the students, its impacts and legacies, and Indigenous -led political action, healing, 

and reconciliation. This exhibition is on display in our Heritage Gallery as part of programming for 

the Atamiskākēwak National Gathering 2018.
